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Early Childhood Music classes provide a
wide range of musical experiences for
children.These classes are voice based with
the children interacting with their
parents/care-givers in a safe non-threatening
environment.There is no requirement by
either adult or child to have any previous
musical experience as we all learn as we go
along.The voice-based activities, along with
listening and movement activities, develop
many skills, such as speech acquisition, fine
and gross motor skills and the development
of an intrinsic sense of beat, pitch and
rhythm  all whilst having fun.

BTeach, Grad Dip Spec Ed
Debbie has been both a classroom and class
music teacher in schools for the last 15
years. Since having her own children, she
developed a love of and interest in teaching
children ages 0-8. She has been teaching
Early Childhood Music for about 5 years and
finds it very rewarding - so much so that she
is now involved in KMEIA Qld. In her spare
time she likes to cross stitch and curl up
with a good book and her two Burmese
cats! Debbie and her husband are both past
members of the QldYouth Choir and their 2
girls are currently members of PocoVoci.

The groups will operate at an age
appropriate level and be from birth to five
years old.There will be no more than ten
children in a group  as then there will
already be 20 people in the room with child
+ parent and often siblings as well. Each
group lesson will go for 30 minutes, with a
10-15 minute change over in-between the
classes to allow for discussion with the
teacher and time for one class to exit and
the others to arrive.The allocation of the
children into groups would need to be very
flexible depending on the age and number of
children who enrol.The groups can be run as
multi-age if required. Parents and children
need to wear comfortable clothing as we
will be sitting on the floor. Shoes are often
removed as well.There is no problem with
siblings attending as long as they are
supervised - it's easier to control if you let
them join in.

Classes will be held on Tuesday mornings at
the Old Museum Building on Gregory
Terrace starting 6 February 2007.There will
be two sessions: 10.15am-10.45am &
11.00am-11.30am. Your session will be
determined after we receive all the
enrolments. Price is only $8 per class.
